Regulations for Kata Competitions

I. Regulations for the Adult Category

Scoring System:

· If the number of the competitors is eight or less, there will be two rounds.

→ In this case, those four competitors will qualify the second round who earned the most points.
· If the number of the competitors is nine or more, there will be three rounds.

→ If the number of the competitors is more than nine and less than sixteen, each competitor take part in the second round as well. Those eight competitors qualify for the third round who earned the most points altogether in the first and the second round.

→ If the number of the competitors is seventeen or more, those sixteen competitors will qualify to the second round who earned the most points in the first round. The third will be open for only those eight competitors, who earned the most points in the first and the second round.

· In the first round the KATA selected by a draw by the chief judge has to be performed.

· In the second and the third round two different, optional KATAs have to be performed.

· The first three places will be given by the earned valid points altogether in all rounds. The first place will be won by the competitor, who earned the most valid points altogether in all rounds.

· The order of performance of KATAs in the first round will be selected by a draw.

· The order of performance of KATAs in the second and third round will be:
a) selected by a draw.

b) in the ascending order of the earned points. (The judges will determine it.)
· Performing the compulsory KATA:
· The competitor comes at call (Name, name of the DOJO) to the side of the tatami opposite to the chief judge. The competitor bows and says a loud OSU.
· With the chief judge’s call (NAKAE!) the competitor enters the tatami, stands opposite the chief judge, bows towards him and says a loud OSU.
· The chief judge draws one of the cards on which the names of the KATAs are written, holds it up, and says the name of the KATA to be performed out loud.
· The competitor acknowledges the KATA by saying a loud OSU.

· At the chief judge’s command (MOKUSO – the name of the KATA – HAJIME) the competitor performs the KATA.
· After performing the KATA the competitor stands to FUDO DACHI.
· After the chief judge’s command “YASUME”, the competitor waits for the judges’ decision in FUDO DACHI.
· The judges make their decision.

· At the chief judge’s signal the competitor backs out of the tatami, bows there, says a loud OSU, and goes away from the tatami.

· Performing the optional KATA:
· The competitor comes at call (Name, name of the DOJO) to the side of the tatami opposite to the chief judge. The competitor bows and says a loud OSU.

· With the chief judge’s call (NAKAE!) the competitor enters the tatami, stands opposite the chief judge, bows towards him and says a loud OSU.

· The chief judge poses the question audibly “KATA?”.
· The competitor says the name of the KATA to be performed audibly.

· At the chief judge’s command (MOKUSO – the name of the KATA – HAJIME) the competitor performs the KATA.

· After performing the KATA the competitor stands to FUDO DACHI.

· After the chief judge’s command “YASUME”, the competitor waits for the judges’ decision in FUDO DACHI.
· The judges make their decision.

· At the chief judge’s signal the competitor backs out of the tatami, bows there, says a loud OSU, and goes away from the tatami.

· The decision: 

· After the competitor’s performing the KATA, the judges set their scorecards.
· At the chief judge’s command (HANTEI - O - TORIMASU) and his long, low and then short, sharp blast on the whistle, the judges lift their scorecards in their right hands, at the same time making it visible to the announcer and the scorekeeper judge.
· The announcer judge reads the scores given by the chief judge and the judges aloud, and the scorekeeper judge puts them down.

· At the chief judges short, sharp blast on the whistle the judges let their scorecards down. 
· The highest and the lowest scores are taken out, and then the mean of the remaining scores are counted (two figures accuracy), and this makes the valid points of the competitor.

· The valid point of the competitor is announced.

· The scoring: 

The main aspects to be taken into consideration when performing a KATA and the evaluation of performance:
· the appropriate and accurate performance of the given KATA

· the KATA is focused and orderly performed

· the correct application of the stances, good balance and attitude

· the techniques and technical elements are carried out accurately 

· the performance of the KATA and the techniques at an appropriate speed
· well-balanced breathing and well-performed and timed “IBUKI” and “KIAI”
Maximum Points

 → in case of a two-round system: 

· at the first round: 9,00 points

· at the second round: 10,00 points

→ in case of a three-round system:

· at the first round: 9,00 points

· at the second round: 9,00 points

· at the third round: 10,00 points

In the performance of the KATA can be minor, mediocre and major mistake.
· in case of a minor mistake, 0,1-0,5 points should be detracted for each errors. Minor mistakes are smaller errors in the performance according to the scoring aspects. The judges decide individually the amount of points that should be detracted; however the detraction should remain within the given intervals. 
· in case of a mediocre mistake, 0,6 - 1,0 points should be detracted for each error. Mediocre mistakes are significant errors in the performance according to the scoring aspects. The judges decide individually the amount of points that should be detracted.
· in case of major mistake the competitor has to be expelled (SHIKAKU). Major mistakes are big mistakes, with which the performance of the KATA is not acceptable. If:

The competitor does not perform the given KATA.
The competitor does not finish the KATA.

The competitor changes the KATA during the performance.

The competitor stops or falls when performing the KATA. 

In case of a major mistake the chief judge stops the performance immediately and announces “SHIKAKU”.

· Determination of the places

The order is determined by the sum of the earned valid points in each round. The competitor who earned more points gets better place. 
In case of equal points, the highest and lowest points have to be taken into consideration as well. If the earned points are still equal, the competitor who earned more points should get a better place. If a decision still cannot be made, both competitors have to perform a new KATA. This KATA cannot be a previously performed KATA. The points earned with this KATA is only used for deciding which competitor will get a better place or gets in the next round, and it will not be counted in the final sum of valid points.

· Categories

In both categories the compulsory and optional KATAs are the same.

	Scoring Competition with 5 or 7 judges


· The judges

The main judge

· appoints chief judges, scorekeeper judge and side judges.

· controls and checks the draw.
· changes or relieves judges of their post.
· is not involved directly in the judges’ work.

The chief judge
· is involved in the draw.

· leads and oversees the matches on the tatami he is responsible for.

· makes decisions and judgements according to the rules.

· coordinates and oversees the work of the judges.
The scoring judge

· deals with the course of scoring competitions, follows the performances of 

the KATAs attentively.
· evaluates according to the rules.
· shows his decision when the chief judge asks for it.
· lifts the scorecards high.
The announcer judge

· announces the direct information concerning the competition.
· calls the competitors to the tatami.
· reads aloud the given scores on the scorecards.
· announces results of the rounds and the final results.
The scorekeeper judge

· is involved in the draw.

· puts the scores given by the judges on the record (in case of a scoring tournament).
· counts the valid points (in case of a scoring tournament).
· counts the competitors’ total scores and places (in case of a scoring tournament).
· puts the winning and therefore qualifying competitor’s name on the record (in case of elimination tournament).
The judges’ uniform
· consists black trousers, dark blue, short-sleeved shirt and white bow-tie.

Other activities of judges


The judges are not allowed to deal with any other activities in connection with the competition, especially as a group leader or coach. Judges are not allowed to cheer for their teams.

II. Regulations for the Junior Category
KATA Competitions for junior category are scoring tournaments. The scoring in this category is consistent with that of the adult category except for the difference below.
· Maximum Points

 → in case of a two-round system: 

· at the first round: 8,00 points

· at the second round: 9,00 points

→ in case of a three-round system:

· at the first round: 8,00 points

· at the second round: 8,00 points

· at the third round: 9,00 points
